First High School State Cup

On Saturday May 2 in Fallbrook

Recently formed Rugby California will host the first ever High School Rugby State Cup.  The first Rugby California State Cup will feature the two best single high school boy’s rugby teams in California. Northern California will be represented by defending USA Champions, Jesuit High School from Sacramento.  Southern California will be represented by Fallbrook High School, one of the most successful and fats growing Youth and High School Rugby program in Southern California.  Both teams placed in the top of their region for single high school rugby teams. The event will be hosted at Fallbrook High School on May 2, 2009.  Kick off will be at 1:00pm. Tickets are $5.00 and free for children under 12.  The location is at 2400 Stagecoach Lane Fallbrook, CA. 92028.

Rugby California covers a geographic area that combines over 7,500 Rugby players age 8 thru 18.  Northern California’s well established strength resides in numerous and very competitive Multi-School/U19 clubs and Single High School clubs, and a growing Junior High program. Southern California’s strength resides in its very developed youth base of very young players as young as 6, starting playing tackle Rugby in a competitive setting as young as 10 years old, with a pathway leading from that large base pyramid to 25 Multi-School/U19 clubs and Single High School club teams.

This will be the first of many State Cups to come in the future.   Along with the State Cup, Rugby California is developing many new programs, such as Rookie Rugby to local area schools and PE programs, and after school programs through such organizations as local YMCA’s.  

Rugby California President, Bruno Artero, states, “Rugby is one the fastest growing non-varsity sport for school age players in the United States. California is playing a leading role in this growth. Our first State Cup is a great opportunity to showcase the skills and athleticism, the competitive spirit, the toughness and the high level of sportsmanship that characterizes the sport of Rugby.”
Rugby California is part of the nationwide creation of State Based Rugby Organizations. The primary goals of Rugby California are to foster and manage the exponential growth of Youth Rugby for Boys and Girls age 6 to 18, allowing them to experience the game of Rugby in a fun and safe way. Rugby California also supports the development of Multi-School/U19 clubs and Single High School clubs across the State of California. Another program is the launch of a statewide Rugby Varsity Initiative - with the further goal of recognition by the California Interscholastic Federation of both Girls and Boys HS Rugby.
